Incident reporting

Any accident/incident involving damage to a glider or injury to a person must be reported to the CFI, the club Safety Officer and then to the BGA on an BGA Incident/ Accident Report form. 

For all other safety related incidents the club operates a Incident Reporting System, and if chosen offers confidentiality for the person reporting.

Members are strongly encouraged to report any incident where they feel safety was compromised or there was an increased risk of injury. A report can be made by:
